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North Texas is expected to be one of the few regions in the country where Advanced Air Mobility (AAM)
services are expected to be deployed in the near future. This panel discusses the opportunities that will
come up for students to engage with the industry and pursue research in this emerging area. The panelists
have been actively involved in the AAM National Campaign over the past three years.
